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�Have you seen car bumper 
stickers like the one pictured 
right?  
 
One of the challenges the 
Church faces at this time of year 
is how to convey the simple 
message of the Incarnation of 
Christ free from nostalgic        
sentimentality, commercial      
excess and to share the gospel 
amid all the stresses of a      
modern Christmas. 
 
Those of you who have mobile 
phones or instant messages on 
the internet will at some point 
encounter  the par t icu lar 
‘language’ that has developed 
for communication … I have    
become fairly good at it …       
although I must admit I don’t 
really approve and more often 
than not actually write out     
messages in full. It took me a 
while to get used to reading the 
letter ‘c’ as see, the letter ‘u’ as 
you and the ‘l8tr’ as later. I had 
to ask the first time someone  
answered a message I sent 
them with ‘lol’ which means 
‘Laugh Out Loud’.  
 
We all manage to learn new 
things when we are motivated 
enough. Although they say “you 
can’t teach an old dog new trick”, 
that’s not really very helpful or 
accurate. A very dear friend of 
mine who died recently actually 
obtained her doctorate in her 
80’s by writing her thesis on 
“Glory in the Book of Isaiah”. 
She told me that to do so meant  

 
that she had to brush up on 
various ancient languages and 
learn Syriac to enable her to 
read some books that had 
never been translated into 
English and all this while    
fighting cancer and battling the 
problems of old age. 
 
I cannot say we in the 
churches do a great job at 
teaching the vocabulary of 
faith, but, on the other hand, I 
am not sure a lot of us pursue 
the learning with the diligence 
we invest in learning the     
foundational vocabulary of 
other pursuits. Many people 
learn how to master the text 
speak I mentioned earlier or 
how to use the internet. Some 
become experts in the field of 
Stocks and Shares.  Many 
people learn to drive. Some 
people learn the rules of 
bridge, football, or cricket. I 
have once again started to 
learn the piano and how to 
read music - its coming slowly!  
Some people even master the  
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instructions that come with their 
DVD’s,  TV’s  and W ashing             
M a c h i n e s !  P r a c t i c e  a n d                 
perseverance count for something! 
 
Learning to do new things and to 
master modern communication 
methods to convey the Gospel is not 
in itself a bad thing. The mistake one 
can make is, as many in the modern 
Church do, is to forget that ultimately 
it is only the Holy Spirit who makes 
converts. Clever slogans, intelligent 
sounding jargon, even serious 
meaningful theological expression 
can do very little to reach those 
whom we would convert if we are 
not seen to be practicing what we 
preach.  
 
Oh, how we need to ground         
ourselves in the teachings of our 
faith, in holy scripture and in the 
lives of the Saints, through prayer 
and participation at a very         
meaningful and deep level in       
worship!  Children. Adults. All of us.  
 
The weekly Sunday Sermon takes 
up a few minutes of time each week  
but for many people it is the only    
exposure to the teaching of the faith 
they get. It is not enough …  
 
Ask yourself a simple question ... 
When you put something else before 
God or his Church what message do 
you send to others. When you don’t 
know answers to even the simplest 
of questions about your faith. When 
you natter away in Church before a     
service rather than spending time in 
prayer. When you arrive late or 
yawn your way through Mass. What 

message does that give.  
 
“And, behold, a certain lawyer 
stood up, and tempted him, saying,      
Master, what shall I do to inherit 
eternal life? He said unto him, 
What is written in the law? how 
readest thou? And he answering 
said, Thou shalt love the Lord thy 
God with all thy heart, and with all 
thy soul, and with all thy strength, 
and with all thy mind; and thy 
neighbour as thyself. And he said 
unto him, Thou hast answered 
right: this do, and thou shalt live.”  
 
Love God … and show you do by 
taking time to get to know him, his 
teachings and his Church and     
manifest this to those who know 
you by not being ashamed of your 
faith by getting your priorities right.  
 
Love your neighbour … and show 
you do by taking time to get to 
know them, to understand their 
needs, laugh with them, cry with 
them, rejoice with them in their joy 
and comfort them in their troubles. 
Share with them your faith, don’t 
take it or your duties lightly and 
show them that how God         
transforms your life. 
 
No matter how clever the slogans 
at Christmas to proclaim the        
Incarnation of Jesus effectively it is 
by visibly living out our faith in the                
Incarnated Jesus throughout the 
rest of the year that we can best 
bring people to Christ.

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  The Synod heard that in their earlier 
Meeting the College of Bishops of the       
Anglican Catholic Church (ACC) voted 
unanimously to receive Bishop Rocco 
Florenza in his Episcopal Orders. He 
has been appointed the Episcopal 
Visitor for the New England Diocese. 
Bishop Forenza (who was originally 
with the Province of Christ the King) 
resigned from the Anglican Church in 
America (part of the Traditional        
Anglican Communion) in order to      
request admission into the ACC in 
time for the bishops to decide the    
matter during the Synod. 
 
  For the voting at Synod Mr Roy       
Hipkiss from the DUK had been        
appointed as one of the Tellers and 
During the Meetings he was called 
upon a number of times to help count 
votes and in form the Chairman of the 
outcome. 
 
  Bishop Mead had been appointed as 
Chairman of  the Resolut ions         
Committee and in connection with this 
he addressed the Synod and also 
whilst reporting on the Diocese of the 
United Kingdom.

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I. Rome’s Offer  
 
  The Congregation for the Doctrine of 
the Faith (CDF) on October 20th       
issued a widely publicized Note that 
summarizes a forthcoming Apostolic 
Constitution concerning former         
Anglicans seeking to be received into 
full union with the Roman Catholic 
Church. This Constitution, as best one 
can judge from the Note, mainly will do 
two new things: 
 
  First, it will extend internationally 
terms offered already to some in North 
American by the Pastoral Provision 
and by the Book of Divine Worship. 
The Pastoral Provision permits         
ordination as Roman Catholic priests 
for some married, formerly Anglican 
clergy who join the Roman Catholic 
Church, and this despite the general 
Roman demand for clerical celibacy. 
The Book of Divine Worship contains 
some liturgical forms which have 
sources in the Anglican tradition: the 
so-called Anglican Use. At present 
these forms may be permitted by the 
local Roman bishop when both a 
group of former Anglicans desiring the 
Use and also a competent priest are 
present. The Pastoral Provision has 
permitted many dozens of former      
Anglican clergymen to become Roman 
Catholic priests. The Anglican Use, in 
contrast, has had little success, with 
fewer than ten congregations. In any 
case, the Apostolic Constitution will 
extend beyond North America permis-
sion both for the Roman Catholic      
ordination of married, former Anglicans 
and also for some Anglican liturgical 
usages within the Roman Church. 

The second and more innovative      
development promised by the Note is 
the establishment of Ordinariates    
composed of former Anglicans and led 
by former Anglicans ordained as      
Roman clergy and then appointed by 
Rome as Ordinaries. The new         
Ordinariates would, it seems, have   
jurisdiction over such former Anglicans 
even while those former Anglicans live 
within the boundaries of existing       
Roman Catholic dioceses. This         
development may give a somewhat 
higher status to an "Anglican Use" 
within the Roman Church and may    
signal its development into something 
more than a short-lived, transitional 
arrangement in the rare cases of joint 
conversion to Rome by a suitable     
Anglican clergyman and by a         
congregation interested in retaining 
elements of the Anglican patrimony.  
 
  The Note, in brief, offers terms for    
conversion by Anglicans to the Roman 
Catholic Church. These terms are, 
from Rome’s point of view, fairly      
generous and innovative. For persons 
who already believe that the doctrine 
of the Roman Catholic Church is       
superior to classical Anglican or       
Orthodox  theology,  such   terms   are

we fear that the Note and Constitution 
in fact will harm and retard genuine 
ecumenical progress. By genuine 
ecumenical progress we mean, for 
instance, joint consideration of the 
Petrine Office of the sort some hoped 
for after promulgation by John Paul II 
of his encyclical Ut Unum Sint. While 
Pope John Paul repeated a             
description of the modern Petrine    
Office and noted the need for ‘the 
power and authority without which 
such an office would be illusory’ (94), 
he also seemed to speak of a joint 
exploration of the manner in which 
that office is exercised which might, it 
seems, help to reconcile classical   
Anglicans, as well as Orthodox and 
Oriental Christians, to the Roman 
Catholic Church. Pope John Paul 
wrote, 
  "I am convinced that I have a          
particular responsibility in this regard, 
above all in acknowledging the      
ecumenical aspirations of the majority 
of the Christian Communities and in 
heeding the request made of me to 
find a way of exercising the primacy 
which, while in no way renouncing 
what is essential to its mission, is 
nonetheless   open to a new situation. 

significant. We have nothing to say 
against the pleasure such former    
Anglicans will feel in evidence of a 
benevolent interest from the Vatican. 
And we are certain that Pope       
Benedict by this Constitution intends 
to be generous, kind, and welcoming 
and even, in a sense, subjectively   
intends to be respectful towards and 
appreciative of some aspects of our 
Anglican heritage. 
  
II. Our Response  
  The Note, however, does not mark 
in any respect an ecumenical         
advance. The Note assumes the full-
est and highest claims for the Petrine 
Office which emanate from Vatican I 
and Vatican II. The Note assumes the  
essential correctness of Pope Leo 
XIII’s condemnation of Anglican      
Orders and practically implies that for 
a l l  e f f ec t i ve  pu rposes  tha t              
condemnat ion has not  been           
reconsidered or superceded in any 
degree by subsequent events. The 
Note assumes that Angl ican          
confirmations and ordinations are   
utterly null and absolutely void. The 
Note does not imply the union of     
ecclesial bodies, but rather the      
conversion of former Anglicans to   
Roman Catholicism with what 
amounts to the prior, effective, and 
complete dissolution of their former 
ecclesial structures. This conversion 
by absorption is the case even if 
some of the leaders of those former 
structures may eventually gain office 
in new subdivisions of the Roman 
Catholic Church. We assume that   
local or congregational ownership of 
property will be entirely extinguished 
in accordance with normal Roman 
Catholic practice. 
 
  Insofar as the Note and subsequent 
Constitution provide for relatively   
one-sided conversions of former    
Anglicans  with  minimal concessions,

  Anglican and Orthodox Christians 
look for union and full communion 
without "conversion," submission, 
and effective absorption and for an 
exercise of the Petrine Office that 
is compatible with the actual     
situation of the Church of the first 
millennium. The new Constitution 
will do nothing to forward that goal. 
 
  The forthcoming Constitution is in 
effect addressed to those who are 
a lready essent ia l ly Roman      
Catholic. We are not. We wish 
nothing but the best to Roman 
Catholic converts when they act in 
good conscience. But persons    
already convinced of the truth of 
Roman Catholic teaching in its    
fulness should become Roman 
Catholics promptly with or without 
the Pastoral Provision, with or 
without a liturgical "Anglican Use," 
and   with   or   without   the   new          

Ordinariates. We see in this Note 
an offer which is merely prudential 
and practical in its nature and     
effect, and we do not see anything  
to attract persons who are not     
a l ready essent ia l ly Roman        
Catholic in faith. 
 
   We believe that classical             
Anglicanism, as presented clearly 
in The Affirmation of Saint Louis 
and in our liturgies and other       
authoritative formularies, is already 
faithful to Scripture and the         
Fathers and is already fully             
Catholic and Orthodox. Conversion 
is not necessary and absorption is 
not appropriate. We believe that 
our Anglican patrimony is,                
moreover, by God’s grace and 
Providence, also most appropriate 
for the English-speaking peoples 
and probably is essential for the 
successful evangelization or         
r e - e v a n g e l i z a t i o n  o f  t h e              
English-speaking lands. We hope 
eventually for a genuine dialogue 
concerning the Petrine Office and 
long for the day when we, with our 
Orthodox and Oriental Christian 
friends, may again find in the      
successor of Saint Peter a          
patriarch with the primacy of honor 
and with high authority both as an 
organ for strengthening the 
Church’s unity and also as an     
instrument for the articulation of 
the Church’s teaching. We regret 
that the forthcoming Constitution, 
while kindly meant, seems set to 
delay that happy day.

Since   
we had           
allocated a   
certain         
percentage of

 Trinity Sunday – collection for 
Trinitarian, a Sunday in late         
November  (Provincial Sunday)      
collection for the Province and The 
First Sunday in Lent  collection 
(pennies) for Provincial Fund for 
World Mission. It was suggested that 
the framework for this planned      
giving be included in the Synod list 
of dates. 

 
US Dollar Payments 
   Over the question of payments to 
the USA and the transfer of funds, a 
means of transferring money, which 
was cost effective, needed to be 
found.  The Pay Pal facility on the 
website enabled people to contribute 
o n  l i n e  a n d  c o u l d  b e 
used.  $Cheques create big        
problems and we might need to ask 
the Bank if a $cheque account is 
possible.  The Treasurer said he 
would look into this and report 
back.  The Treasurer said that the 
possible loss of Missions could      
affect Tithe income but Gift Aided 
Income seemed to be rising.  The 
f inancial problems with the           
Trinitarian for the number of copies 
we got over and above those paid 
for by subscription were thought by 
the Bishop to have been paid for by 
monies generated by the Angels’ 
Club but we receive no help with the 
subscriptions for the needy, or      
pensioners for example even though 
this is implied by the note in the 
Trinitarian.    

Mr Richard Mann 
(DUK Treasurer) 
reported that the 
Insurance for the 
Diocese had 
been changed 
from Aviva to   
E c c l e s i a s t i -
cal.  The cost of 
insurance is     

expensive and would need to be 
collected again soon.  We need a 
fair system to pay for the              
insurance.  The original idea was 
that the insurance would be to 
cover all Missions but some are  
independent of it because they 
have their own arrangements. He 
said the Accident form was still      
being worked on and would be     
circulated when ready. 
     Mr Mann said we had given over 
£187 in charitable giving, which     
included £50 to SPUC and £100 to 
Africa.  Since we had allocated a 
certain percentage of our income to 
Charitable Giving, the Treasurer 
was asked if we had discharged our 
pledge for 2008.  Mr Mann said it 
might appear that we have           
over given in 2009 and the amount 
in excess would need to be carried 
over to count as giving in 
2010.     Mr Mann said we had been 
setting money aside since 2008 and 
we should stick strictly to budget.  It 
was suggested that an appeal may 
be made for the amount sent to     
Africa which might bring in sufficient 
funds to offset the need to carry an 
overspend into the next year. The 
Bishop asked what happened if we 
overspent and the general feeling 
was that an overspend would need 
to count for the next period.  It was 
pointed out that in addition to any 
charitable giving, we still had certain 
obligations to raise money at      
special times in the year for        
particular concerns.  This needs to 
be considered when we have spe-
cial appeals.  As a reminder the 
Secretary   said   the   three  annual  
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Revision of the DUK Canons 
   Fr Thompson explained he had 
sent the Revised Canons to Canon 
Hollister to check for compatibility 
with the Provincial Canons.  He 
had now replied and sent            
observations, and advice together 
with other comments and notes 
(which we will need to consider) as 
well as sending our Canons on to 
a couple of other Provincial        
officers.  We will also need to     
consider any comments from these 
officers too.  Bishop Mead          
remarked that the comments were 
helpful and based on historical 
hindsight derived from past         
experience. 
 
 
 
 
 
 

Board of Ministry 
   In his Report from The Board of 
Ministry Canon Walker presented 
the Procedure to ensure that a 
priest from another jurisdiction, 
coming into the ACC, is              
conversant with the Teachings of 
the Anglican Catholic Church.  The 
Bishop said that applicants would 
be informed right from the start of 
the process of applying of the need 
to conform to the Procedure        
outlined in The Board’s recommen-
dation.  This Procedure would be 
published on the Website and      
incorporated into the Diocesan 
Booklet on Ministry and also the 
covering letter, which accompanies 
the Application form.  The Bishop 
moved that the recommendation of 
the Board  should  now  become a

Archive Matters 
  Regarding certain Archive      
Matters Fr Thompson observed 
that  Dr Gerlach, Provincial        
Archivist, needs to issue guidelines 
on keeping and preserving records 
at both Mission/Parish and          
Diocesan     levels.  There is also 
the need to be clear on what     
Parishes need to pass on to the 
Diocese and the Diocese pass on 
to Province.  The Bishop said that 
all Missions needed to have a 
Register of     Services.  The 
Archbishop might wish to visit next 
year and it was important that all 
Missions kept proper records      
required by the Canons. 
 
Diocesan Synod 
   The question of managing our 
Synod Arrangements was touched 
upon when Bishop Mead said that 
assistance was always sporadic 
and we needed to be more         
organised.  We need to put         
together an advanced team to get 
particular jobs done with a fair     
distribution of tasks.

Chancellor Update 
   The idea of appointing a

Bishop’s Report  
   The Bishop said he was pleased 
to report that three applications 
had been received from men   
wishing to join the Ministry of the 
ACC; two by transferring from     
another Jurisdiction and one to be 
considered for Ordination.  The 
Board of Ministry would now      
consider these  applications. 
 

E p i s c o p a l 
Visitations 
   Bishop Mead 
said that the 
Canons of the 
Church require 
him to make a 
an annual visit, 
by him or his 
deputy, to all 

the Parishes and Missions (and 
not less than tri-yearly in person) 
He hoped to do so annually       
himself while we were still small in 
size.  If the Archbishop comes next 
year we will need to plan his      
programme carefully.  The Bishop 
would welcome any suggestions 
for the possible visit of the 
Archbishop including any dates 
that might be appropriate. 
 
African Province? 
    W i th  the  growth  be ing             
experienced in Africa the Bishop 
reported that a Third Province may 
need to be   established in Africa in 
the next few years. It would join 
the original Province and the       
Indian Second Province. The      
development needs to be carefully 
management and tribal/political 
factors prayerfully approached.   

New Bolton Mission 
     There is a Provisional Mission    
being established in Bolton,       
Lancashire, with Fr Tim Perkins 
having oversight.  The Inaugural 
Mass in on 28 November and the 
Mission is dedicated to Our Lady & 
St Edward.   
 
TAC approach to Rome 
     The Bishop explained that the 
TAC (Traditional Anglican    
Communion)  had made great 
claims over their approach to 
Rome, but this has caused division 
in the TAC.  Some Members were       
opposed to the move; others were 
adopting a ‘wait and see’ attitude 
while many were very keen on the 
idea of  becoming Roman        
Catholics.  Those who wish to   
continue as Anglicans may well 
decide to join the ACC.  It is       
reported that the Pope is            
considering giving some kind of 
consideration to the TAC to enable 
them to convert to Rome but retain 
much of their Anglican usage as 
has been agreed in the USA. (Ed: 
This is covered in more detail         
elsewhere in this issue) Up to now 
the RC Bishops in the UK have   
declined to agree to this sort of  
arrangement.   

Bishop’s Postcards 
The Bishop said that he was often 
asked for photographs of himself 
and produced a quantity of Photos, 
which had been made into        
postcards for this purpose.

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Money Matters 
   In the Treasurer’s Report Mr 
Richard Mann explained that the 
Accounts had gone to audit and 
that the figures submitted to the 
Charity Commissioners will be  
presented to Synod in 2010.    
 
African Appeal   
   The Parishes and Missions     
generously gave a figure which 
has so far amounted to £292.75, 
this meant that we could give more 
than we had originally planned.  
The Bishop said a big ‘Thank you’ 
to all concerned for a splendid    
effort.   
 
Diocesan Insurance  
    The annual costs for next year 
will total £1005.50.  It will be 
cheaper to pay the bill in one go 
rather than instalments and the 
proportional amounts of 10% for 
Parishes, 5% for Missions and 2% 
for Provisional Missions were 
agreed.  The Bishop suggested 
that the Treasurer billed everyone 
for the next payment (2010) in 
January 2010 in order to avoid a 
delayed payment.   
 
$ Account 
   Mr Mann reported that, after 
much research, it would not be  
financially advantageous to have a 
Dollar Cheque Account.  Payments 
will continue to be made either by     
International Money Draft or      
Paypal. 
 
Archbishops Visit 
    The Bishop suggested that we 
set some money aside for a      
Contingency Fund in anticipation 
of the Archbishop’s visit , which 
was agreed.   

Revised Diocesan Canons 
   Fr Thompson reported on the     
progress of checking the New 
Canons as we had now received 
Canon Hollister’s suggestions and 
comments on our revision of the 
entire set of Canons of the DUK.  It 
was agreed to go through these 
one by one.   
   Dr Fidge had produced a       
document, which brought together 
all the Canons, which Fr Hollister 
had commented upon.  Most of Fr 
Hollister’s  alterations were agreed 
and accepted.  We decided to 
modify a few slightly.  The Canon 
concerning the Election of a        
Diocesan Bishop (Canon 7.4 (J) 
(7).) generated a very detailed     
discussion. The suggestion that 
Inspiration, Compromission and 
Postulation be re-introduced into 
the Canons when we had deleted 
them during the revision process 
was not well received.  Opinion 
was divided between Members 
who felt if Fr Hollister had           
suggested it and quoted the     
Constitution as his authority for   
doing so we had no choice but to 
concur.  Others felt that these 
methods may not feature in other 
Diocesan Canons and this should 
be investigated before coming to a 
decision.  Some felt that Canon 
Hollister was wrong in this matter 
since he was referring to the       
Constitution and not the Provincial 
Canons.

Diocesan Annual Return Data  
   In the discussion regarding the 
Diocesan Annual Return Data Dr 
Fidge pointed out that there were 
some anomalies in the way         
different Missions and Parishes re-
port their data.  This related mostly 
to the number of different Services 
held and the numbers   attending.  
The way numbers of people 
‘belonging’ to each Mission/Parish 
are not always consistently         
reported.  It was felt that if a       
service was ‘open’ to the public 
then is should feature in the        
returns, and likewise the slightly 
different interpretation on reporting 
the numbers belonging and      
coming to our congregations      
produced a fairly accurate and    
honest tally of how large we were. 

Board of Ministry 
  Canon Walker presented the final 
agreed version of the Certificate 
designed to give Candidates who 
have successfully completed their 
Training for Ministry in the DUK.  
The Bishop said he was pleased 
with the final document and 
thanked Fr Walker, Richard and 
Mimi Mann for the help they had 
given in refining the Certificate. 
 
The Patrimony 
   The Bishop reported on the        
Provincial Canon revision, which 
was to come before Provincial 
Synod regarding the Archbishop’s 
Patrimonial Jurisdiction.  Members 
had copies of this proposed        
revision and many saw it as a 
timely move to regularise and  
regulate the Patrimony, which was 
long overdue.  The Bishop gave a 
general explanation of the          
Patrimony as mainly being a       
facility to contain those establish-
m e n t s ,  w h i c h  w e r e  n o t              
geographically within one of the  
established Diocese.  It was also a 
p l a c e  f o r  t h e  t e m p o ra r y                
accommodation of priests and/or 
Missions which for some reason 
had ‘fallen out’ with their normal 
Diocese/Diocesan Bishop, to      
enable the process of resolution to 
take place.  It might be seen as a 
sort of Spare Room where you 
could put things for the time being 
while deciding what to do with 
them!  With regard to the proposed 
Revision, all Members agreed that 
it was a very necessary step and 
were in complete agreement with it.  
The Bishop was asked to            
express these views on behalf of 
the DUK when the matter came   
before Synod.
